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1.  Extra halter and lead rope

2. Buckets- 1 or 2 for watering your horses

3. Duct-tape – it has 100s  of uses

4. Paper towels

5. cord or rope
6. Chicago screws and or leather string for fixing headstalls and such
7. VetRap- this with the paper towels can make a make-shift tourniquet 

8. Baby wipes- great for dirty hands and other stuff when there is no water around

9. Hitch locks and door/gate locks to protect your valuables, remember to always lock up when in public

    10.  Fly Spray

11.  Pocket Knife

12. Flashlight

13. Gloves

14.  Hoof-pick

15. Grooming Tools- its up to you what you carry, but you will use them, I keep a brush, currycomb, and mane/tail brush

16. Extra snaps

17. Sunscreen

18. A Whip- incase a horse decides they don’t want to get into the trailer and or for lounging 
19. Sand- for hoof traction in a slick trailer especially if you don’t have a enclosed trailer (used kitty litter containers work great, but DON’T use kitty litter it gets slick when wet)  

Winter

20.  A blanket for each               horse, especially if you don’t have an enclosed trailer and its wet and or below 60 degrees (its pretty cold when the wind hits you at 60+ mph as you’re going down the road)
