2009 Policies and Procedures
Scheduling

1) KnP Training and Lessons only accepts two (2) horses per month for training at the KnP Training and Lessons facility.  Scheduling is done on a first come basis first serve basis.  Availability and how soon your horse can enter the Training Program depends on the number of horses currently in training, teaching and or clinic schedules, and your position on the waiting list for training if one exists.

Fees and Expenses 
3) Fees for training services with KnP Training and Lessons at their facility are $500.00 per horse per month. (hay and feed are NOT provided or included in that price)

4) At the time of scheduling, a non-refundable deposit of 18% ($90) of the first month’s training fee will reserve your horse’s place in our training schedule. 
5) There is daily expense charge of $10.00 per day for any horse left on the property beginning 24 hours after the expiration of any training contract which has not been renewed or at notice that a horse has for any reason been pulled out of training. 
Riding and Training Lessons
6) In order to get the most out of this training experience for both you and your horse we highly recommend that you take advantage of the free weekly lessons.  Most lessons last a minimum of one (1) hour but no more than two (2) hours. Lessons will work to build the relationship between horse and rider along with teaching the rider what their horse learned over the past week.  

Boarding
7) KnP Training and Lessons firmly believes that horses belong in the pasture, studies have shown that horses kept in a pasture environment have are at much lower risk for stomach ulcers, and are in a general better state of mind for training.  Horses will be boarded in a thirty (30) acre pasture with up to seven (7) other horses.  With no more than three (3) horses being under the care of KnP Training and Lessons.  

8) We do not tolerate aggressive horses and the Owner acknowledges that KnP Training and Lessons will return any horse in addition to pro-rating all training fees if a horse is deemed by KnP Training and Lessons to be a dangerous physical threat to health and well-being any or all of the other horses on the premises.  

9) All horses under KnP Training and Lessons’ care will be fed twice a day with what feed and hay is provided for them, but please note that feed requirements may change throughout the training process.
Refund Policies 
10) The training fee will only be refunded if horse is pulled out of training due to illness or injury.  Horses pulled out of training due to being sold, traded, and leased, for changing disciplines, relocated or for any other reason that is not due to illness or injury. 
11)  Owners or Riders who miss lessons or opt out of the free lessons included with the training services will not result in a reduced monthly fee.

12)  KnP Training and Lessons reserves the right to return any horse for any reason. All horses returned by KnP Training and Lessons will be returned with the remaining training fees after being pro-rated for time spent.
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
